Brackets & Sidepots during Qualifying 
 

Brackets: 
 

In a 6-Game round, there will be 2 sets of $5 brackets; 
 
 Set 1 is Games 1-3 & Set 2 is in Games 4-6 

 

Eliminator Pot: 
 

The Entry Fee is $30.  The Eliminator Pot will be 
conducted in Games 1-5 in each round. The low 20% of 
the field will be eliminated each game.  All bowlers that 
have advanced to the final game will cash. 
 

High Game Pot: 
 

In a 6-Game Qualifying round, the entry fee is $30. 
If there are 15 or more entries, the pot will pay 2 spots 
per game. 

 
 

Lower Half on the Field Optionals 
 

During the final round of qualifying on Friday May 
30, 2025, bowlers who are in the lower half of the 
standings will have their own additional set of 
brackets, high game, & eliminator pots.
